For equipment or parts of equipment that can be put in water (e.g. scissors and nalil files)

Wash hands before and after cleaning equipment.

Use clean gloves when cleaning equipment.

Rinse equipment in warm running water (dismantle equipment where
suitable).

Place equipment in warm water and detergent and scrub thoroughly with
a clean brush or clean cloth.
